MASSIE TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of
June 5, 2018


The Massie Township Board of Trustees met for regular session at the Massie Township Government Center, 10 N. Harveysburg Road, Harveysburg, Ohio 45032.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Darrell McKinney. Present were: Trustee Mark Dawson and Mary Wilkie, Fiscal Officer. David Crisenbery did not attend tonight’s meeting.
McKinney led the Pledge of Allegiance.

McKinney made a motion to table the minutes of the Board of Trustees Regular Meeting of May 1, 2018.  Dawson seconded the motion. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.
Visitors/Public:
Mayor Dick Verga was present and stated that as stated last year, he wants the Township and the Village to start shop pricing for a propane contract early. The prices already are higher this year. He also stated that he and the Village Council appreciate Chief Fugate attending the Village Council meetings. In addition, the new internet company, Intelliwave is still getting parts to start installing receivers for customers.
Road Department- Todd Fairchild reported for tonight’s meeting
We have two major potholes on Furnas-Oglesby Road. They are near the Hartsock’s property where the trees are big and shading the road. The Trustees and Todd discussed cutting back the trees so the road can get sun to keep it from deteriorating more. Todd was requested to get three bids for the next meeting.
The ditch on the east end of Brooks-Carroll has a ditch that is washing out. The ditch needs to be diverted to Harveysburg Road.
The Department of Agriculture contacted Todd about spraying and Scott Huddleson had the required qualifications. Todd is meeting with their representative next week. 

The County is not going to berm this year. They are cutting back existing blacktop before new black top is laid. The residents on involved roads need to be aware.
Zoning:
Paul Gordon stated at their recent meeting the members would like know when it would be feasible to have the zoning book on our website.  McKinney stated he is working with our internet provider about the website space.
Massie Township Volunteer Fire Department-Activing Chief Don Fugate reported:
There have been 27 calls including 11 EMS calls. We are currently covering 85% of our calls. 
We currently have 31 members. Ryan Logan has applied for Firefighter and needs training.

The bunkroom/dayroom has been painted and is progressing.

The Chief stated the kitchen hood system has not been inspected. The estimate is $550.00. Since we have members staying here now, the kitchen is being used and the hood has not been maintained.

Squad 29 needs items that will make it the same as Squad 28. We don’t need to have to move equipment from one squad to the other. Equipment needed are: a stair chair - $950.99; a CPR board - $50.59; a pediatric immobilizer - $151.59; a traction leg splint - $172.99. After discussion, McKinney made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve a purchase order for $1326.56 to the EMS Store for the purchases. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.

The monitor needs repaired. After discussion, McKinney made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve a purchase order for $3377.99 for Zoll for the necessary repairs. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.

Brush 28 needs four new box lights at $129.59 each and the foam pump needs to be serviced. Dawson made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve a purchase order for $518.36 to the Fire Store for the lights. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.
The old SCBA packs need to be sold on Govdeals. We will use the amount Dalmation Fire would give us as a minimum bid.
The Trustees requested two more camera surveillance bids for next meeting.

The Department received the OBWC grant for the rescue tools. We should receive the funds by in July. Quotes for the equipment to be purchased will be presented at the July Trustees meeting.

Car 28 is going into the shop for an oil change.

TRUSTEES-Old Business:

Wilkie asked if she could order the complete set of handbooks from Miami University. This would include the updated handbooks for the fiscal officer, the trustees, and the personnel. The Trustees agreed to the purchase.
TRUSTEES-New Business:
McKinney mentioned that the next Regular Trustees meeting is on July 3rd. After discussion, the Trustees decided to move the next meeting to July 10th because of the holiday. Wilkie stated the 2019 Budget needs to be approved at the next meeting and to include a public hearing.

McKinney made a motion, seconded by Dawson to approve the warrants. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.
Dawson made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve the financial report. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.

Chief Fugate requested an Executive Session to discuss discipline of a public employee. At 7:31 PM, McKinney made a motion, seconded by Dawson to go into Executive Session per the request according to ORC 121.22G1. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.

At 7:49 PM, Dawson made a motion, seconded by McKinney to return to Open Session. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.

The Trustees directed Chief Fugate to take his information regarding the two employees to the Warren County Prosecutor for advice on proceeding. The Chief stated that Brie Ramsey is moving and has left the Department.  The Chief returned Brie’s class reimbursement check to Wilkie to void.

As there was no other business to come before the Trustees at this time, a motion was made by Dawson to adjourn the meeting at7:50 PM. McKinney seconded the motion. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Dawson-Yea.  Motion passed.
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
