MASSIE TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of
September 11, 2018


The Massie Township Board of Trustees met for Regular Session at the Massie Township Government Center, 10 N. Harveysburg Road, Harveysburg, Ohio 45032.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Darrell McKinney. Present were: Vice-President David Crisenbery, Trustee Mark Dawson and Mary Wilkie, Fiscal Officer. 

McKinney led the Pledge of Allegiance.

McKinney asked for a moment of silence in honor of the victims of September 11th.

Crisenbery made a motion to approve the minutes of the Board of Trustees Regular Meeting of August 7, 2018.  Dawson seconded the motion. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Crisenbery- Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.
Visitors/Public:
Nacole Hines had asked to be on the agenda to discuss the TV. She was not present. McKinney stated the issue has been resolved. The TV is attached to the wall, there and witness statements and according to the WC Prosecutor, nothing has changed.
Road Department- Todd Fairchild was not present for tonight’s meeting.
Zoning: Board member Paul Gordon was present:
Paul shared the proposed Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA) application forms. The only change would be the Massie Township letterhead emblem. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve the new BZA application forms. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.
Paul reported that the Zoning Commission is meeting to discuss the property line set back for buildings (ten feet) and other changes that they hope to have proposed by the next Trustees meeting. The Zoning Board is meeting once a month going through the current zoning book and would like to have a Trustee participate.

Massie Township Volunteer Fire Department-Chief Don Fugate reported:
We responded to 25 total calls last month. 
The Chief reported that Charles Feeny and Tyler Kinman to Lieutenant.

The Chief recommended to new applicants for hire: Russ Fortner – 35 years of experience and is a Firefighter and EMT; John Miller – we are waiting on his BCI but he had an issue several years ago – he just had his EMT and Firefighter certification re-issued. He works at the VA. Both applicants are from West Chester. After discussion, the Trustees decided to hold off on Miller. Crisenbery made a motion, seconded by McKinney to approve Russ Fortner to the MTVFD pending background check and drug test. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.
Nacole Hines has had no contact with the Chief. Her leave expired last Thursday. The Chief would like to terminate her. We have gone through all of the proper steps. He will have the WC Prosecutor sent a certified letter.

Scott Hines has failed to return his minitor. This is a $500 piece of equipment. The Chief would like the WC Prosecutor to send a certified letter to Mr. Hines. We can possible file a claim in Small Claims Court at the County.

The tools have been mounted in Rescue 28. The vehicle is ready to use as a quick response vehicle. The Chief would like to install a cab lift assembly at the cost of $2618.95. No decision was made at this time.
Squad 28 needed rear rotors and brake repair at the cost of $973.45. This repair cleared up the power issues we have been having with this unit and it now runs like a new vehicle.

The LOEB grant has been completed and turned in a month ahead of the deadline. This grant was not applied for last year.

We received $1200.00 from the EMS grant this year. This grant was not applied for last year.

The Firehouse Sub gear has been applied for this quarter. We are applying for turnout gear.

We are looking for grants for EPCR, monitors/AED’s and additional equipment.

We have started completing State required paperwork and trainings for the OBWC grant.

R09-11-2018-01: The Chief requested $930.00 out of the Ambulance and Emergency Services Fund for iron packs for both Squads in case of needing to force entry. This way we wouldn’t have to wait on a Fire Engine. McKinney made a motion, seconded by Dawson to increase appropriations in the Ambulance and Emergency Services Fund, Small Tools, 2281-230-430-0000, an additional $1000.00 for the purchase. Vote: McKinney-Yea, Crisenbery-Yea, Dawson-Yea. Motion passed.

The rod iron bench by the flag pole was hit over the weekend. A police report was filed. The Chief would like to replace since it is used by the members when hanging out. The Trustees said to contact the VFW for order information since they purchased the last one.

The Chief would like to put the $2000 we received from the sale of the rescue tools back into the Fire District Fund.
The Brothers building on Oregonia Road in Harveysburg has been purchased by Southshore Marina. The plan to fix it up and use it for storage.

The Chief shared condolences for member Jennifer Gabbard’s grandfather that has passed away. He was a founding member of the Maineville Fire Department.

TRUSTEES-Old Business:

McKinney contacted Century Link and deleted our internet service. This will save us approximately $80 per month. We still need to look into Magic Jack and Vonage for telephone service. Wilkie will try to update next month.
McKinney reported all of the Zoning Department rosters have been changed on the Township website.

TRUSTEES-New Business:
There was no new business for tonight’s meeting.
